 Videos must not be more than 30 seconds in length; 
 Videos can be in English or Hungarian, but words are not required; 
 To be eligible, participants must be enrolled in a Hungarian high school; 
 Individual and team submissions will be accepted.  However, only one prize will be 

awarded for each finalist;
